1. Qualifications

Undergraduate Programs

Those with a Bachelor's degree or equivalent academic skills from a two-year or more program of
study at an institute of higher education.

Graduate Programs (Master’ s)

Those with a Master’ s degree or having equivalent academic skills

Graduate Programs (Doctoral)

Those with a Doctoral degree or having equivalent academic skills

2. Period of Research
The period of research is for up to one year. However, extensions will be considered on the basis of
a research student’ s application.

6. Announcement of Acceptance or Denial

Applicants will be directly informed after a careful screening of their application documents is
completed by each undergraduate/graduate school. This is expected to occur sometime in January
2019.

7. Enrollment guide and procedure
Applicants must complete the entrance procedure during the designated period.
The enrollment guide will be forwarded at the end of January 2019; the enrollment process will

begin around the end of March. (Further details will be included in the enrollment guide)

8. Payment

Please note that the following admission fee and tuition are a prearranged amount. The details

will be included in the enrollment guide.

1. Admission fee: JP 84,600 yen

2. Tuition: JP 29,700 yen per month (JP 178,200 yen for 6 months)

#The admission fee, once paid for the entrance process, is not refundable under any circumstances.
If the application documents are shown to be false, the admission will be nullified (even if one’ s
already been admitted) .

If the tuition is paid along with the admission fee but the applicant declines the offer of

admission by March 29th, 2019, the equivalent amount of the tuition will be refunded, if claimed.

9. Research completion
Please submit a “Research Report” upon completion of your research.

After an examination of the report is made, a “Certificate of research” will be awarded.

10. International students on a Japanese Government Scholarship
The admission fee and tuition will be waived for international students on a Japanese Government

scholarship.
